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THE COUNCIL,

Having regard to article 5 @) of the Convention on the Organisation for Economic Co-operation
and Development of 14 December 1960;

Having regard to the Decision of the Council of 30 March 1992 concerning the Control of
Transfrontier Movements of Wastes destined for Recovery Operations [C(92)39/FINAL], as amended on
23 July 1993 [C(93)74/FINAL], on 28-29 July 1994 [C(94)153/FINAL and C(94)154/FINAL], on
21 September 1995 [C(95)155/FINAL] and on 10 December 1996 [C(96)231L/FINAL] which, inter alia,
instructs the Environment Policy Committee "in co-operation with other relevant OECD bodies, in
particular the Trade Committee, to review periodically the control system and the Lists of wastes set out
in Annex 1, taking into account the criteria listed in Annex 2, and to make any proposa it deems
necessary for revisions of Annex 1";

Considering that the review conducted in 1997 and 1998 indicated the need to further amend the
green, amber and red Lists of wastes set out in Council Decision C(92)39/FINAL in order to take account
of technical progress and experience gained by Member countries with the Control System;

Considering that the object of this amendment is to modify the Green List entries:. GB 030,
GE 010 and GO 040, delete the Green List entries: GA 040 to GA 110, add new Green List entries:
GA 430, GC 090 to GC 170, GG 160, GJ 140 and GM 140, modify the Amber List entry: AC 020 and the
Red List entry: RA 020;

Noting that no other revision of the control system set out in Decision C(92)39/FINAL was
deemed necessary at this stage;

On the proposal of the Environment Policy Committee;
I. DECIDESthat Appendix 3 ("Green List of Wastes"), Appendix 4 (“Amber List of Wastes”)
and Appendix 5 (“Red List of Wastes”) set out in Annex 1 of Decision C(92)39/FINAL

shall be replaced by those attached to this Decision.

II. INVITES Member countries to inform the OECD of measures taken in pursuance to this
Decision.
