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FOREWORD

This document outlines a crosswalk between the function and product categorization of
chemicals used by the United States and Canada with the function, product and article categories
used in the European Union in the context of the implementation of the REACH regulation. The
purpose of the crosswalk is to identify the categories which are common to both sets of codes and
to note the categories that are contained in one but not both listings of categories for chemical
inventory reporting.

It has been developed by the Task Force on Exposure Assessment under the leadership of the
United States. It was reviewed and approved at the 3™ meeting of the Task Force on Exposure
Assessment in October 2011. The Joint Meeting declassified the document in 20™ February 2012.

This document is published on the responsibility of the Joint Meeting of the Chemicals
Committee and the Working Party on Chemicals, Pesticides and Biotechnology of the OECD.
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BACKGROUND AND SCOPE OF THIS DOCUMENT

A system for describing the uses of chemicals is an essential element in assessing exposure to
those chemicals during their manufacture, processing, and use. The United States Environmental
Protection Agency (US EPA), Health Canada, and Environment Canada have jointly developed
harmonized categories for reporting 1) industrial functions of chemicals and 2) consumer and
commercial products containing chemical substances. Objectives of the harmonization were to
facilitate the exchange of information between the United States and Canada and to encourage
consistency in reporting of chemical information by industry. The codes and their development
are further described below and in US EPA, Health Canada, and Environment Canada (2009).

The harmonized list of industrial functions created by the United States and Canadian
Agencies links the industrial function of a chemical to an emission scenario document which
contains algorithms for estimating exposure and release to the environment during manufacture,
processing, and industrial use of a chemical substance. The harmonized list of consumer and
commercial product codes created by the United States and Canadian Agencies links the identity
of a product category to exposures and releases that are reasonably likely to occur during
consumer or commercial use of a chemical. The harmonized codes were developed with the
intent to improve exposure characterization, minimize overlap between the codes, and ensure
clear distinction between the two lists of codes.

The final lists of harmonized codes consist of thirty-five (35) harmonized industrial function
codes and thirty-two (32) harmonized consumer and commercial product codes. Each code is
accompanied by a description of the types of chemicals that should be reported under that code;
the descriptors are intended to provide clarity in selection of a code for reporting the function or
use of a chemical substance thereby minimizing overlap and improving accuracy in chemical
inventory reporting. In addition, several unique codes were created for the United States and for
Canada to accommodate differences in statutory authority in the two nations. While the codes
were developed with the intention of providing a submitter with a clear selection, one code,
“Other,” was reserved for reporting chemicals that the person submitting the report cannot
describe using any of the descriptive codes.

In May 2010, The European Chemicals Agency (ECHA) published an updated Guidance
with a list of codes for the description of use pattern of chemicals for supporting the
implementation of REACH in the European Union. . Some of the codes can also be used as input
parameters for Tier 1 exposure estimation tools. The system is meant to support industry in
communicating about uses up and down the supply chain and to describe the identified uses in the
registration dossier for a substance. The use descriptor system is based on the following elements:
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e The uses of a substance are to be differentiated as to whether a use takes place 1) at
industrial sites, ii) or widespread in commercial context (e.g. private services, public
services, micro-sites) or iii) by consumers.

e A list of Product Categories including forty-two (42) entries enables the description in
which types of chemical products for final use (end-use)' (e.g. coatings, cleaners,
lubricants) a substance is contained. The end-use of substances in chemical products is
systematically distinguished from the technical function of a substance as such. The list
of Functional Categories consists of fifty entries (50). The Functional Categories reflect
what a substance technically does (e.g. stabilizing, preventing ignition, coloring)2.

e A single list of eighteen (18) article categories (AC) enables the description into which
types of articles the substance is finally processed (if relevant).

e The ECHA reporting scheme also contains a separate descriptor for the sector of use for
differentiation of industrial and other professional/commercial end-uses (if needed)

e In addition, the descriptor system includes: 1) a list of twenty-eight (28) Process
Categories (PROC), applied to uses by workers and reflecting the nature of the technical
process (by exposure potential) at work-places, and ii) a list of twenty-four (24)
Environmental Release Categories ERCs, applied to all uses and reflecting the potential
release-pattern to the environment.

Details concerning the harmonized codes jointly developed by the United States and Canada
and the categories published by ECHA can be found in the references listed at the end of this
document.

This document was created to crosswalk the categorization of chemicals used by the United
States and Canada with the function, product and article categories used under the REACH
system. The purpose of the crosswalk is to identify the categories which are common to both sets
of codes and to note the categories that are contained in one but not both listings of categories for
chemical inventory reporting. For each of the categories, the corresponding categories in the
alternate system were identified. The categories listed in the tables which follow are those which
existed on the date of this document.

! Under the REACH Regulation the term “use” is limited to activities of workers (or other professionals) or
consumers with a substance as such or in a mixture. Activities with articles containing the substance (e.g.
using floorings, furniture, textiles, papers, construction elements) are considered as “subsequent life cycle
stage” and have to be covered in the exposure assessment as well. The users of substances in articles
usually do not have obligations under REACH, unless the substance is considered to be of very high
concern.

2 Under REACH this distinction is made for two reasons: Compared to functional categories, the end-uses of the
substance are more closely related to exposure patterns (and hence can be better linked to the exposure
scenarios required under REACH). Also, the broad categorization of end-uses is thought to lower
confidentiality barriers in communication of the uses of a chemical up and down the supply chain. In fact,
inventing new functions of a substance is an essential part of innovation processes and may therefore be
seen as CBI.
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Table 1 lists the 36 harmonized United States - Canada categories for chemical inventory
reporting of the industrial function of chemical substances. Associated with each category is a
code consisting of the letter “U” with a three-digit numerical suffix identifying the industrial
function. For each of the harmonized categories, one or more ECHA chemical product categories
or functional categories3 were identified that would correspond to similar industrial functions of
the chemical, including several which would be reported as “other.”

Table 2 lists the 40 harmonized United States - Canada categories for end-use consumer and
commercial products containing a chemical. Associated with each category is a code consisting
of the letter “C” with a three-digit numerical suffix. The first digit of the suffix designates a
group encompassing uses in similar settings and the remaining two digits designate the product
category within the group. For 35 of the 40 harmonized United States - Canada categories, one or
more ECHA chemical product categories were identified that would correspond to similar
commercial or consumer end-uses of formulations mixtures, or articles containing the chemical.
For the remaining 5 harmonized commercial and consumer product codes, no ECHA equivalent
was identified.

Table 3 lists the 39 ECHA chemical product categories for classification of the end-uses of
chemicals. Associated with each category is a code consisting of letters “PC” and a one or two
digit numerical suffix. The harmonized United States - Canada categories which are equivalent to
the ECHA category are listed to the right of the ECHA category. These categories may
correspond to United States - Canada harmonized categories for either the industrial function of
the chemical or the consumer and commercial end-uses of products containing the chemical.
Equivalent categories were identified for 38 of the 39 ECHA chemical product categories
including six which would be reported under “other.”

Table 4 lists the 18 ECHA categories for reporting articles containing specific substances.
Associated with each category are a code consisting of the letters “AC” and a one or two digit
numerical suffix. The harmonized United States - Canada categories which would be used to
report the same substances are listed to the right of the ECHA category. All of the ECHA article
categories correspond to one or more United States - Canada Harmonized categories for the
consumer and commercial use of the substance.

? For the ECHA functional categories, no codes have yet been assigned, and hence no codes are included in the list.
