Prime Minister Kiichi Miyazawa told the House of
Councillors’ budget committee that it would be unrealistic for Japan to
make specific numerical commitments on its surplus or import ratio. No one
could control GDP figures or the course of imports and exports in a free
trade system, he said... Mr Miyazawa and Mr Muto were responding to US
demands that Japan reduce its current account surplus from 3.2% of GDP to
1-2% and increase its ratio of imports to about 3.3% of GDP from a current
2.5%. The US administration has said it would seek such numerical targets
in bilateral trade talks with Japan, scheduled to begin on Friday in
Washington...
